This Form SD of Solitron Devices, Inc. (the "Company") is filed pursuant to Rule 13p-1 promulgated under the

Certain of the Company's operations
manufacture, or contract to manufacture, products for which Conflict Minerals are necessary to the functionality or
production of those products. The Company has conducted a good faith reasonable country of origin inquiry regarding
the Conflict Minerals. This good faith reasonable country of origin inquiry was reasonably designed to determine
whether any of the Conflict Minerals originated in the Covered Countries. Specifically, the Company surveyed its
suppliers to determine whether any of the components used in the Company's manufacture of products contained
Conlflict Minerals. The Company further requested and obtained from its suppliers written representations regarding
the source of any Conflict Minerals that are necessary to the functionality or production of the Company's products.
Based on this reasonable country of origin inquiry, the Company determined that it has no reason to believe that the
Conflict Minerals may have originated in the Covered Countries.
